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MEMORANDUM FOR THE GOVEREOR OF PCRTO RICO.

The Territorial Committee of the Republican Party of
Porto Rico, known today under the nsme of "PURO", takes pleasure
invisiting you. This official call is in compliance with re-
solution of the general Assembly of our Party held in Sén Juan
on the 28th and 29th days of June, 1924, and its purpose is sim-
ply to acquaint you with our existence and with the fact that we
are the regular Republican Party of Porto Rico rightfully entitled
to that neme, because we are the political organization that main-
teins pure and without mystiﬁoatién the fi ndsmental principles
of the Republican Platform which was sdopted im San Juen on the
4th day of July, 1899, that is to say, the incorporation of Por-
t0 Rico into the United States to become in its day one of the
3t¢ates of the imerican Union under the same footing with the
othér States, This Plstform, in its essence, wegratifiel im the
conventionsof 1902 at San Juén; in 1906 and 1908 at ﬂhygguos;
in 1910 2% Guaysme; in 1912 st Ponce; in 1914 st Humscao; and in
1919, 1920, 1923 and 1924 at San Juan.

The Republicen Party held a Convention in laysguez on
the 3rd., 4th and 5th dsysof May, 1924, and there, in a grafty
menner, and disregarding the history.of eonsisteney of our Party,
the then Chairman of the samse, Mr. José Tous Soto, obtained a
me Jority of the delegates to voteAin favor of & resolution to
unite the Party with the Unionist Party of Porto Rico and ithere
by formed what has been known ever since as the Porto Rican
Allianee. .

Phose of us who were not in agreem:nt with that de-
eision, because we had the gortainty thét the rank and file of
the Party would not cecept that suieidsl solution, protested againgt

"&igk thet resolution bec«use we considered it illegal and against the
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-

doectrine of our Party, against the 11fe of the same and its
sovereignty. We based our contention on the faet that the de-
legates of the Mayaguez Assenbly were elected in the primaries
held int he whole Island in the Month of November, 1923, amd in
those days there existed no effort nor possibility of uniom with
the Unionist Party but, on the contrary, the dominant 1do%¥ae
that of effecting an sleetoral intelligence with the Socialist
Perty and that being the case, the delegates who voted in Maya-
guaz for the constitution of the Porto Ricanm Alliance, did so
withont any express manlate from the Republiean vetars.

Barly in the morning of +the 5th day of May, 1924. the
fifty-five delegetes who disagreed with the Resolution aﬁoptod.
together with a great number o: Republicans of the whole Island,
mat and contimmed the work of the Repub lican Assembly in the
Hall of +the Washington Masonic Temple of Majsguez. Having
elected the officers of the Convention, it was decided in view
of the circumstances and to proteet the interests of the Party,
to continue to use the nsme Republican Party of Porto Rieo, ad-
difg the word "Puro" to distinguish it from those who had resolved
%0 unite with our opponents in ideals of nationality, against
which we have been struggling for more than twenty-five years.
Immediately thereafter the Party selected two delegates and two
slternates to represent the Republican Party of Porto Rico in
the National Convention at Cleveland, OChio, and at the same time
confirmed in lis position as member of the Hetional Committee,
Robert H. Todd, who has been representing our Party in said body
sinee the year 1904 and who had been selected as such by the
Territorial Comunittee of the Party in one of its meetings in the
month of April, 1924. ‘

We sppealed thereafter to the slesectorate of the party

vﬁ%os we orgenized committees im all the towns of ‘the Island
with the excepticn of Barrangyitas, Rincon, Vieques end Culebra,
eleeting at the same time, the delegaves to attend g2 gencral
Aggembly of the Party that would meet im the Munizipsl Thea ter
of 3an Juen snd did meet in such place on the 28th and 29th day
of June, 1924, when 172 delegates attended, truly representative
of the Republican elsctorate of whi;h more than 95% has remained
£8ithful to the flag and idesls of the old Party.

After apprcvihg the nse of the old-name of Republican
Party of Porto Rico (Puro) e2nd deciding to defend the inierests
of this orgenization as agzinst any group, suthority or persen,
who skovld pretend to injure same, it decided fully to suthorize
the Territorisl Committee to a2dopt sny 2ttitude snd tod ecide aiw
contests that might prééent themselves in the recording of our
olectoralkﬁiekets, and to mansge the general ele@i&@@ngt Hovem=

ber next. It also nominsted, in sccordamce with the rules and

. reguls tions of our Party, candidates for Resident Commissioner

of Porto Rico in the United States, senators and represeniatives
at large, members of the Publiec Service Commiss ion, member of
the Board of Bqualizstion 2nd Texation, and member of the Work-
men's Compensation Commission.

In complisnce, therefore, with the Resolution gset forth,
we come before you ss the first Exeeutive authority in the Island,
who direetly represents in this Territory the Presid ent of the
United States, to offer you our respects, stating that Messrs., Ra=
fael Martinez Nadal and Fernando J. Geigel, are the Chairmen and
Secretary, respectively, of our Partdy.

The Republican Party of Porto Rico (Purc) trusts that
you will accord it due recognition, and that you will be not unmind-
ful of those liberties, rights and privileges to which it is
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entitled, having been, as it is, the advoeate and true repre-
sentative of public opinion of the Island, dedicated to the |
ideal that, &s Porto Rico {q ‘.I‘;a integral part of &u Unit ed.
States by the Treaty of Paris, so alse should it become united,
““eéhstitutlonslly, to the grand and swﬁroiga American Community.
