Strengthening Developing Institutions Conference
Thursday, October 26, 1972
Skyline Inn
Washington, D.C.

The conference included representatives from the nine meetings held
around the country for input into the way best to use an anticipated $48
million of new money under Title ITI, Higher Education Act, Strengthening
Developing Institutions. In his introductory remarks, Dr. Cosand mentioned

that no guidelines for the new program have been written and that all comments

by conference participants will be heard and considered seriously.

After listening to the various presentations during the morning sessions
and to the questions and their answers, the conferees considered the follow-
ing recommendations and voted unanimously to forward these to OE for its con-=
gideration: .

Recormendation 1. That the new program be under the Division of

College Support and that a separate branch be opposed at the
total funding level of $100 million, That the present staff
be increased to include the necessary number of additional
persons to implement this program.

Recommendation 2. That Appalachians be considered a legitimate

minority and so included as a separate group on the Title IIT
application form and elsewhere where identification of special
groups served, number of students served, etc. appears.

Recormmendation 3. That the conferees concur with the concept of a

Will the division director's control be the same over the 100
institutions anticipated to be funded under the new thrust as over the 500
institutions presently in the program?

One of the con-
ferees from the Kentucky meeting stated that there is a State law requir-

One suggestion made was that a memorandum be forwarded to the Secretary
indicating how the regional and national meetings were beneficial and in what

ways they had affected national decisions.

Advanced Institutional Development Program., We anticipate publication
of these regulations in the Federal Register in January for a 30 day
period of comment prior to their effective date.

Atlanta - August 23

Due to the large number of participants (150) the sessions broke down into
three groups. Each of the three groups selected two representatives to attend
the Washington meeting. Most of those in attendance represented current Title
I1I recipients. The main concerns were representation on the Advisory Council,
the administration of the '"new thrust" and increased support for present reci-
pients.

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PART VII - PROGRAM NARRATIVE

The Puerto Rico Consortium of Regional Colleges is composed of 12 two-=year
institutions which qualify as elegible under Title III, Higher Education Act
of 1965, P.L. 89-329, having as associatesnwithin the Consortium all other
" 6 two-year colleges in the island which yet do not qualify as suche Consortium
members serve approximately 14,000 students with 400 faculty, overall total
including associate institutions amounting to ' students and

facultye.
Our current Developing Institutions program consists of a design to improve
the academic quality of the participant colleges, through a faculty preparation
program that provides for the pursuit of graduate studies in mainland colleges,
of members of our faculty who have not completed all the requirements for a
Master's degree or its equivalent. Simultaneously, it also provides for the
recruitment of individuals in base training and experience qualified to serve

the needs of our developing institutionse

In order to accomplish the above, the Consortium has sent (9) faculty members
to pursue their Graduate Studies at the State University of New York and
recruited from various appropiate sources a total of nine National Teaching
Fellowse This interchange was carefully supervised and coordinated thru the
office of the Consortium, with the assistance of the State University College

at Fredoniae.

Although satisfied with the achievements of the present program, the Presidents
of the island's two-year Regional Colleges feel that these achievements are
but a stepping stone towards solving acute problems faced by Community Colleges
in our area. Hence, for fiscal year 72-73 the Consortium is requesting that

top priority also be extended to Career Education Development in Puerto Ricooe

At their start, Puerto Rican Regional Colleges were primarily set-up as transfer

type institutions. Yet a shift of emphasis from transfer to career education

is urgently needed due to our present demandse



Essentially the Puerto Rican case is one of dramatic transition, from an
agricultural to an industrial societye. Because of the rapid industrializa-
tion process, in less than fifteen years the island's per capita income
increased five fold, manufacturing, services, government and trade substitu-

ting agriculture as cornerstone of the economye

Yet, in terms of adequacy to this economic growth, career training is practically

non-existent in Puerto Ricoe

Island wide, available Career Training is only found at the following institu-
tionss

1. Public School System Vacational Training (High School level,
up to 12th year; in spite of its accomplishments, inadequate
due to its secondary level).

2. One (1) Technological Institute (Post High School, also ad—
ministered by the Public School System; highly specialized,
though extremely limited bacause of its maximum yearly capa-
city of 200 students).

3. One (1) Projected Technological Institute (Post High School,
administered by the municipality of San Juan; at a developing
stage, expects a maximum yearly capacity of 150 students)s

Le The 18 Regional Colleges, which primarily offer transfer
programs (70%) hence do not provide a range of career edu-
cation possibilities. Incredibly enough all Career Training
Programs combined, offered by members of the Consortium and
their associates for the whole island with a population of
2.7 million, does not exceed the number‘of 17, technological

education among most of the colleges amounting exactly to O.

Puerto Rico has ome of the fastest growth indexes in the world (13.6%)

with an economy capable of absorbing 738,000 jobs per year, yet coupled with
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one of the highest unemployment ratios throughout the nation (12.6%).
In spite of this gigantic stride towards industrialization, the island's
yearly average per capita income is still half of that of the poorest state

of the Union (Mississipi)e

Of the island's 52,913 students serviced by institutions of higher education,
3041% are inadequately taken care of by our regional colleges along with the
fact that yearly, 11,000 high school graduates go without receiving any kind

of Higher Education at all, thus leaving a gigantic untrained potential.,

This clearly describes a pitiful picture of the qualified youth of an essen-—

tially low income society going to waste, not because there are not enough career

opportunities as such, but because of the poor allocation of training facilities,

Were we to adequately intertwine the needs of a rapidly industrialized society,
and its educational offer, we cannot envision to the best of our knowledge,
any other institutions within the present or future framework of Puerto Rican
society, potentially better suited than the Regional Colleges to full-fill this

need.

It's our belief that for the Puerto Rico Consortium of Regional Colleges to
adequately formulate programs that have a major focus in providing a success—
ful educational experience for low income students, the following priorities
should be taken into consideration: Continue our current faculty development
program and at the same time engage in a massive effort to introduce career
education development in Puerto Ric&. Following is a breakdown of our vision

of each one:
FACULTY DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM:

The present consensus of our sending 9 fellows abroad last year to improve
our faculty development, has indicated that although it has been a highly

successful initial step, it has barely scratched the surface of our real needse

Our present situation clearly indicates a necessity to continue and substantially
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increase our present programe

Thus we are requesting that we send at least two (2) faculty members from
each of the twelve (12) participating regional colleges towards advanced

graduate studies geared to our specific needs.

As we send our own faculty towards a better development, it is obvious that
we should seek, in their replacements, a corps of highly qualified proffesors

that, in the interim, will augment the standards of our present teame

We propose to do this with the recruitment of one.N.T.F. for each of our

faculty that goes abroad.

CAREER EDUCATION DEVELOPMENT PROGRAM
The need for new career opportunities for low income students in Puerto Rico
is based on the present situation of our economic development as has been

indicated previouslye

The overall number of short term careers offered island-wide, by regional
colleges is almost nile. This area is presently in very initial stages, and
includes in most colleges, courses on secretarial sciences, business and other
traditional careers not adequate to our present\development. It is obvious
that in order to develop a program that adequately meets the island's needs

in short term career education, it is essential to go thru the rudimentaries

of designing and implementing proper new curriculumse

The major areas in mogh need of attention are:

(1) Environmental Sciences and Conservation;

(2) Allied Health Technology;
(3) Social Services; and

(4) Industrial Technology

A1l of these are of equal importance to present—day Puerto Rico, and the

preparation of students in these fields is essentiale
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We feel this can best be adviced thru a series of career development teams
(CDT's) consisting of a specialized consultant working in close cooperation
with faculty members whose responsibility will be to learn and help to deve-

lop and implement these new programs in the colleges belonging to the Consortiume

The Consultant Team Director is expected to fly down for a period of at least

3 days per month for the nine months of the academic year, this team consisting
of 4 teachers from each institution. The project would compensate the insti-
tutions for 25% off the teacher's time which will be dedicated to the projecte
It is estimated that each £eam will utilize at least half the time of a

secretary provided by the projecte

There shall be one team dedicated to each one of the four career education

areas designated aboves,

The four teams will be supervised by an assistant coordinator and a full time

secretary under the authority of the coordinator of this proposal.

In addition, the project shall provide for two Mobile Career Counseling Banks
(MCCB's) each one installed in a rented bus and staffed by a driver, a coun-

selor and ample materials in both english and spanishe. Routes will be desig-—
nated for the two MCCB's in accordance with regional concepts and available

road facilitiese

All four CDT's shall meet together with at least 5 members of the faculty
of each participating college at two Dissemination Workshops of 3 days dura-
tion each, which will be held at the end of the fall and spring semesters for the

purpose of introducing the new disciplines to the facultye.

A program to upgrade administrators of Regional Colleges in innovative aspects
of Career Education is also necessarye. We propose that one key administrator

from each of the participating regional colleges visit for a period of a month,
a series of mainland institutions specializing in Career Education Development
